e Portuguese is a very rich language in terms of dialects. There are some
spoken regional differences in Brazil itself. Most of the differentiation
between them is the pronunciation of certain vowels (e, i) and consonants
(s, r, d).

e Although the language spoken in Portugal and Brazil is essentially the
same, there are certain differences, as there are differences between
British and American English.

* The structure of the language is much the same, but there are significant
variations in word order, in pronunciation, and intonation.

e In Portugal, tu (you) is used for familiar situations, and vocé for formal
ones. In Brazil, on occasions that include formality, the word senhor(a)
(Mr. ,Mrs.) will be used.

. European Portuguese pronounce the words with a more closed mouth
and with less pronunciation of vowels. In Brazilian Portuguese vowels tend
to sound longer and wider.
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Lesson 3: Portuguese Language Characteristics

e Gender: Portuguese has masculine and feminine genders. The gender
affects nouns, adjectives, demonstratives, possessives and articles, but
not verbs, e.g. Ela estd cansada (She’s tired), Ele estd cansado. (He's
tired).

e Plurals: Usually the plural is formed by adding 's' to words ending in a
vowel and by adding '-is' or '-es' to words ending in a consonant.

e Ser vs Estar: Two verbs in Portuguese express "to be": ser, and estar. In
general, "ser" expresses permanent states, such as Eu sou alto (I am tall)
or Nés somos do Brasil (We are from Brazil). Estar expresses temporary
conditions, such as Eu estou cansado (I am tired) or Eu estou no
aeroporto. (I am at airport).

J Vocé, o senhor, a senhora: The familiar form of you is vocé. The formal
form of you is “o senhor/a senhora).

e Portuguese has masculine and feminine genders, which affects nouns,
adjectives, demonstratives and articles.

e Plurals are formed by adding ‘s’, ‘is’ or ‘es’ .

. ‘Vocé ' is informal and ‘o senhor;a senhora’ is more formal.
